Medication Collection:  It is imperative that we receive AT LEAST SIX DAYS of all medications (in original prescription bottle) that your child is currently taking; otherwise they will not be able to attend the camp.  Parent(s) or guardian(s) are responsible for supplying any and all machines and supplies necessary for administering medication.  It is important to send any and all pain medications that your child needs.  This includes over the counter medications (ex. Tylenol).

Medical Forms:  Please note that campers should have had a physical within the last six months.  Children with SS or S Beta O Thal must have a Transcranial Doppler [TCD] test within the preceding 12 months or documentation from their physician exempting this requirement.
Please ask your physician to complete all forms.

Departure:  Departure times and location will be announced at a later date.  Upon arrival your child’s temperature will be taken.  If your child has a temperature above 100 degrees Fahrenheit, he/she will not be able to attend camp.  However, children will be allowed to join the group once the fever breaks provided they get written approval from their doctor and parents can transport the child to the camp location.
